Lesson Title: Use your Senses!

Objective: Students will practice using their senses to write in-depth, detailed field notes.

Materials Needed: projector or smartboard, photo or image of a place in nature or at actual data collection site (site photo), senses sheet

Process:

1. Have a picture up on the board that students will be using their senses on.

2. Put students into groups one group for each sense we will be using. And assign them a sense: See, Hear, Smell, Touch

3. Instruct the students that each group should assign a recorder and tell them they will have 3 minutes to record details from the image that would apply to their sense.

1. for example if you have an image of a pond the touch group may say the water is cool and the hear group may say I hear frogs.

4. The idea is for groups to use their imaginations to record ideas of what they may hear or see or touch or smell when they are actually out in the field.

5. When 3 minutes is up have each group to share out.

1. possible sharing formats are if you have a smart board have a circle for each sense (like what appears on the following pages, or

2. have each group member actually write on the picture that is on the smart board

3. if you don't have a smart board put circles on a whiteboard or large pieces of paper taped up and either the students can write down or you can record their answers.
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
